POSTER SESSION PURPOSE  

The purpose of the poster session at the BHGI Global Summit is to promote discussion among participants and investigators and to encourage research and implementation science relative to optimizing healthcare delivery in low-resource and middle-resource countries (LMCs) and problem-solving in healthcare delivery in breast cancer in LMCs. 
BACKGROUND

The Global Summit on International Breast Health (Global Summit) is the biennial working symposium of the Breast Health Global Initiative (BHGI), scheduled next in June 9 – 11, 2010, in Chicago, Illinois.  The Breast Health Global Initiative (BHGI) and the Latin American & Caribbean Society of Medical Oncology (SLACOM) will convene the 4th biennial “Global Summit on International Breast Health” June 9 – 11, 2010 in Chicago, Illinois. The 2010 Global Summit will bring together collaborating national and international organizations to address key issues regarding the optimization of breast healthcare delivery in limited resource countries.  

ABSTRACT SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
The BHGI biennial meeting will focus on Optimizing Healthcare Delivery and will provide an opportunity to discuss breast delivery in low-resource scenarios and middle-resource scenarios in breast healthcare delivery and problem-solving in healthcare delivery in cancer. BHGI encourages the submission of abstracts of 300 to 350 words.

NOTE: Individuals attending the summit are welcome to submit abstracts for review for presentation at the Summit poster session.  There are a limited number of traveling scholarships.  If having a travel scholarship is essential, your submitted abstract may or may not be approved for funding to the summit.

ABSTRACT FORMAT:

THE ABSTRACT SHOULD BE LIMITED TO ONE PAGE AND HAVE THE FOLLOWING SECTIONS:

1) PROJECT TITLE: Limit to 75 characters, describing nature of project 

2) AUTHORS:  Only include those authors actively involved in the project.  The Traveling Scholar should be listed as the first author.

3) INSTITUTION:  List the home institution of the Traveling Scholar and/or other institutions involved in the project or proposed project.

4) BACKGROUND: Briefly provide the background necessary to understand the project’s basis.

5) METHODS: Describe the methods that were used to perform the project (e.g., retrospective chart review, literature search, etc.) and/or the proposed project design

6) RESULTS: Briefly describe the outcome of the project or describe the expected outcome of the project and suggest measurable results or metrics that were used to evaluate the project.

7) CONCLUSIONS:  What conclusions can one draw from the results or anticipated results of the project?  What do these findings suggest regarding breast health care in LMCs?

ABSTRACT SELECTION CRITERIA: 

1. Project relevance to breast cancer problems in LMCs; 

2. Use of the BHGI 2008 Guidelines for International Breast Health and Cancer Control-Implementation (Cancer, October 15, 2008 Supplement)

3. Potential to reduce breast cancer morbidity/mortality and improve breast cancer patient quality of life; and

4. Potential contribution to understanding of breast cancer and health care delivery in LMCs.
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
